School Uniform Policy 2017
Dear Parents

Please find below the specifications of the Brownlee School uniform which will be fully operational from September 2013. 
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· White polo shirt. (Brownlee crest is optional on this)

· Green round neck sweatshirt with Brownlee crest.

· Grey school trousers for boys. 

· Grey school skirts for girls.

· Girls should wear white knee length socks.

· In winter months girls may wear grey tights.

· In winter months girls may wear dark grey school trousers. (Not drop hip or fashion trousers)

· In the summer months green gingham dresses can be worn.

· Black school shoes for boys and girls. Although we allow velcro fasteners on the shoes, trainers should not be worn.
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The new uniform, which will be compulsory from September 2013, is as follows;

· Plain white shirt. (Not a polo shirt) 
· Brownlee school tie. (traditional tie, elastic or clip on)

· Brownlee green V-neck pullover with Brownlee crest. 

· Grey school trousers for boys. 

· Grey school skirts for girls.

· Girls should wear white knee length socks.

· In winter months girls may wear grey tights.

· In winter months girls may wear dark grey school trousers. (Not drop hip or fashion trousers)

· In the summer months green gingham dresses can be worn.

· Black school shoes for boys and girls. Although we allow velcro fasteners on the shoes, trainers should not be worn.

The following combinations are NOT part of the normal school uniform and should not be worn;

· White polo shirt and school tie.

· White shirt and sweatshirt.

· White polo shirt and V neck pullover.

· White shirt and V neck pullover without a school tie. 

· Green cardigans 

· Hoodies or tracksuit bottoms

P.E.

Physical Education is a compulsory element of the Northern Ireland Curriculum and all children should be prepared for P.E. lessons on their designated days.
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For PE lessons each child will be required to change into;

· A plain white T-shirt. (Brownlee crest optional) 

· Red shorts (Brownlee crest preferable but pink shorts are not acceptable)

· The official Brownlee green track suit bottoms and hoodies are optional and can be worn for OUTDOOR PE only. 

· Black PE gym shoes. Older children will also require trainers for outside sports such as football or hockey. 

· All PE clothes should be kept in school, in a material bag which is clearly marked with the child’s name. This can be brought home for washing at the weekend. 

Health and Safety

It is stated in the school’s Physical Education Policy that, “Jewellery, including earrings cannot be worn during P.E.” 

· In the interests of safety, we would prefer if children refrained from wearing any jewellery in school, however if parents insist that they do, then all jewellery, including earrings, must be able to be easily removed by the child. Teachers cannot be responsible for jewellery that is lost or broken. Please do not get your child’s ears pierced during the school term as they will not be permitted to do PE if earrings can not be removed. 

· All long hair must also be tied back in a bobble during P.E. and sports. 

Uniform Accessories

These include Brownlee jackets, woolen hats, school bags, P.E. bags etc. We are happy for children to have these, although they are not compulsory.  Please note that 10% of all purchases made through ourschooluniform.com is given to the school. 

Hair Bands
Please note that hair bands should be red or green and without any attachments such as flowers, ears etc. 

Haircuts

We would ask that children do not get designs and symbols embossed or shaved into their heads as part of a haircut. 
This uniform policy will be reviewed annually and updated as appropriate.
